Seat collar torque requirements can vary depending on
the frame and seat collar used. Exceeding the maximum

. torque limit can result in damage to the Manic and/or

frame and also hamper return action, which can resultin a
loss of control of the bicycle and serious personal injury or
death.

: Make sure the cable housing is kink-free, and that it does

not interfere with any bicycle components or clothing, nor
interfere with handlebar movement.



NOTE

When the post sits for a prolonged period of time, or th
first time it is used, it may require a hard downwarj
movement to cycle the post the first time. T
breakaway force will decrease as the post is cycled, oy
eliminated completely.

If the breakaway friction is excessive, or doe!
decrease once seatpost is cycled, cleaning and lu,
tion of the seatpost may be required.
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
